DEWEY BEACH
The Summer Season is the period commencing 

Wednesday, May 15, 2013 and ending Sunday, September 15, 2013.

Parking Regulations
• During the Summer Season, Parking Permits (required for all non-metered spaces)

are in effect 7 days a week, Thursday-Sunday 10am-Midnight and Monday-
Wednesday 10am-5pm. Parking Meters are in effect 7 days a week 10am-Midnight.

• Permits may be purchased at our Dewey Beach Town Hall on Rodney Street either
at the permit window or in the self service machines out front using a credit card.

• FREE Permit Parking Monday-Wednesday after 5pm. Meters in effect till Midnight.

Beach Regulations
We are proud to have one of the most beautiful beaches on the East Coast, our town is
happy to allow so many activities to take place on our beaches, but do wish to stress
a few important regulations which help for safety and keeping our beaches clean.

• The Town of Dewey Beach has a beach curfew. No persons shall be on the beach
between the hours of 1am and 5am during the summer season.

• No Alcoholic Beverages of ANY KIND are allowed on our beaches or public streets
during the summer season.

• No person shall permit a dog or other animal to be on the beach between the hours
of 9:30am and 5:30pm during the summer season. After 5:30pm, please enjoy our
beaches but PLEASE clean up after pets.

• No person shall engage in surf fishing when bathers are within 100 feet, between 
the hours of 10am and 5pm during the summer season.

• Beach Fires ARE permitted after 5pm, but you must purchase a permit which is
required by town ordinance, permits are available for purchase at Town Hall on
Rodney St. All fires must be extinguished and the beach cleaned up by 11pm. 
Any clean-up fee deposit not used shall be refundable after 1pm the day following
the permitted fire. Fire permits may be revoked for failure to comply with the 
regulations. Upon revocation, fees paid shall not be refundable.

• No person shall launch, land, or permit any boat owned or operated by him to be
launched or landed, on or from the beach or strand of the Town of Dewey Beach
between the hours of 10am and 5pm during the summer season.

• No person shall be permitted to swim out to or in from a boat off the beach at 
any time.

• All volleyball activities and games shall be restricted to designated volleyball area 
as established by our Lifeguards.

• Between the hours of 11am and 3pm on weekends and holidays all sport activities
involving airborne objects other than volleyball and sports involving adults or
teenagers over the age of 13 shall be prohibited. The term “sports activities” shall
include any physical activity which, as a result of the activity, could cause physical
harm to another individual. Exempt from the provisions of this ordinance are all
sports activities involving a mother and/or a father, or guardian, who is playing with 
a child under the age of 13.

• No person shall use a surfboard or skimboard, or any other type of water sport
device that is constructed with 
non-flexible material within 100 feet of bathers. Between the hours of 11am and
3pm on weekends and holidays the use of these devices shall also be prohibited.
