Diving With Dolphins On Roatan  
I have never been diving. Snorkeling, yes. But diving. No. I kind of like 
the idea of being able to raise my head up and take a breath so I'm not 
sure I will ever be a diver. But if I was? I would want to stay at Anthony's 
Key Resort on Roatan. Right now through June 26, they are offering a 
buy one, get one half off deal for packages at the resort.

Camp where children learn about and interact with dolphins. They also 
hone new snorkeling or scuba skills, and learn about the island's eco-
system and culture.

While the adults are diving, the kids can particiapte in 
the Dolphin Summer SCUBA Camp for Kids.

While parents enjoy scheduled boat dives or 
snorkel trips, children aged 5 to 14 will learn about interacting with 
bottlenose dolphins through various encounters, feeding and training 
sessions.
