Furthermore, The Mark has also received the Wine Spectator Award of Excellence for the seventh year 

in a row. The designation recognises restaurants around the world with outstanding wine lists, offering a 

well-chosen selection of quality producers, along with a thematic match to the menu in both price and style. 

This is the second award for hotel’s wine program in 2012 – earlier in the year, The Pacific Restaurant 

received the Silver Glass award at the Vancouver Playhouse International Wine Festival, just one of 

three received by Vancouver Island restaurants.
